a. A motion was made by Amy Loar and seconded by Michelle Chaix to allow consideration of two interns for the Fall semester, considering both the financial ability of the chapter and how many intern applicants are sponsored by hospitals, will be deferred to the Internship Committee Chairperson about proceeding with how and when we will consider intern applicants. 

b. Communication, Newsletter, and Website – Tracy Pettigrew reported on the chapter website. The website is currently up and running. It is now being updated by our Communication Committee members. Joey Grob recognized the special work that went into looking at the old site, merging information and creating the new site. This work was done by both Tracy and our former webmaster (Robert at Children’s Hospital). Tracy made a motion for the chapter to recognize the time and energy that it took for the former webmaster to assist with the website transition by sending him a nice thank you / recognition card and a $25 gift card. The motion was seconded by Amy Loar and was carried unanimously by the members present.
